How often do we go through life holding our breath . . . waiting to exhale?

It began the Tuesday after Labor Day with a visit to East Cooper Hospital to visit
Kay Billian. She was on oxygen and no one knew why. We prayed and held our breath.

By Thursday, Kay was in the ICU on a ventilator and the serious waiting began.
Family and friends surrounded the family with prayers, food and moral support. Palmetto
folks were at the hospital and taking Bruce to lunch, Caroline and the Nurture Team were
lining up meals, there were offers to run errands and keep the children, cards and letters of
support poured in, and still . . . we held our breath, waiting for news.

They moved Kay downtown to Roper’s ICU and still no answers. I watched from
the sidelines as Kay’s family put their lives on hold to be here for her. There were fervent
prayers in the ICU, the daily care of Abby and Brian, and on Sundays, with Kay in the hos-
pital, her family came to worship.

Finally, there was news—the ventilator was gone and Kay was awake —but we
dare not breathe a sigh of relief.

Today (September 23rd), more than two weeks after she entered the hospital, I vis-
ited Kay on the Hem-OC floor at Roper in a private room —the cards from well-wishers
filled the shelves in her room. The tubes were out, she could talk, and she was eating
lunch, waiting for her children to come in for a brief visit. If things go well, she will go
home by this weekend to begin the long road to recovery. We said a prayer, and so we ex-
hale . . . thankful to God that Kay can breathe and reminding ourselves that our very
breath is a gift from above.

How many times do we hold our breath as individuals and as a community of
faith . .. waiting? How many times when we are impatient and tired of waiting do we say,
“Don’t hold your breath!” But maybe that’s what we need, moments in life when we do
hold our breath and realize that it is God who is in charge. During those breath-taking mo-
ments in life, the best we can do is put our trust in our sovereign, almighty God, who has a
plan for each of us.
